Terms and Conditions:

Outdoor pitches are on either hard standing or grass and will be assigned on the Friday before the show as
required for each trader/exhibitor.

No tent or marquee will be supplied by the event organisers, and traders/exhibitors must make their own
arrangements for these items.

The cost of your pitch is £25 for each day of the event (where applicable).

Please enclose a cheque for total amount, payable to the Royal Gunpowder Mills. No refund for non attendance
at the event.

All exhibitors and traders must be insured, to a minimum cover of £2,000,000 public liability insurance. Proof of
insurance cover must be provided by the exhibitor or trader on demand.

Please ensure that you fill out one form for each event that you will be attending.

Please ensure that you complete each form in full to secure your participation in the event.

Camping is available from noon Friday until show close on Sunday or Bank Holiday Monday, this must be
booked in advance, see booking form. Camping is at your own risk.

Alcohol consumption will not be permitted on site during the hours that the public occupy the site.

All vehicle owners to note that there will be NO vehicle movement during the duration of the show unless
authorised by the event organisers.

Under no circumstances will any fires, barbecues or similar naked flame cooking be allowed on site other than
raised fires within the living history encampments.

All rubbish must be collected, bagged up and disposed of in the skip provided.

The site will be open to the public from 11.00 to 17.00 Saturday, Sunday and Bank Holiday Monday (unless
otherwise specified).

Stand/display set up and breakdown to be carried out outside the public opening times.

You must notify the site of your preferred day of arrival, see booking form. Hours for access are normally from
noon Friday until 17.00 or Saturday 8.30 until 10.00. If you require access outside of these times this must be
agreed with the event organisers in advance.

Due to the close proximity of our neighbours, the site operates a curfew of 23.00 on each evening. Please show
consideration at all times.

No dogs, except assistance dogs are permitted on the site at any time.

Other than as directed by the event organisers, no entrance is permitted to any of the buildings on site.

For your own safety and security, obey all signs on site and follow instructions from event organisers.

Children must be supervised by a responsible adult at all times.

All exhibitors and traders agree to abide by the site rules and regulations as applied by the organisers, and to
obey the instructions issued by the marshals enforcing those rules.

All exhibitors and traders should, on arrival, contact the duty manager for a basic safety brief.

All aisles, thoroughfares, fire exits and egress routes will be kept clear at all times.

No raffle tickets, food, confectionary or drinks will be sold without the written permission from the events
organisers.

Deactivated weapons and replicas must be carefully controlled by the traders/exhibitors concerned.

The decision of the Event Organisers in any dispute is final.

All drivers must have the necessary licence and insurance to cover their specific vehicle whilst on the Royal
Gunpowder Mills site. Proof of insurance cover must be available for inspection on demand.

Smoking is permitted in open areas only (excluding woodland areas). Cigarette ends must be disposed of ap-
propriately.

The Royal Gunpowder Mills will not be liable to the trader/exhibitor for any interruption/cancellation of the event
for any circumstances outside of their control.
